
Dear Parents 
 
Another six weeks has come and gone and we hope that you have enjoyed the break.

Once again we will be arranging matches against other Academies.  If you would like 
your Sunday team to come along and have a game then please speak with Wayne. 
 
Security of the children is the Academy’s top priority and for insurance purposes we need 
to know if your child is at training, if you drop your child off at the gates then please text 
me to let me know they are at the training session, my mobile is 07803 596914. 
 
To keep our records up to date can you please let me know if you have decided for your 
child not to train at the Academy for the 2011/2012 season.
